The crossed-out wheelie bin symbol affixed to the  product 
or its accessories indicates that they are  classified as 
electrical and electronic equipment.

-Avoid direct contact with eyes, ears and mucous 
membranes.
-Always follow the detailed precautions for the use of 
essential oils. In case of allergies, and in particular 
respiratory allergies, exercise extreme caution in the use of 
essential oils. The advice of a specialist is recommended. 
When you seek medical advice, have the essential oil’s 
container and label available.
-Keep essential oils away from air and light, as well as any 
source of heat or flame.

-Do not try to touch the ultrasonic membrane which is highly 
sensitive, with the fingers, or scrap it with metal tools, 
otherwise it will reduce mist output.

Instructions for cleaning the appliance:

Clean the water reservoir
every three days.
Warning: 
-Micro-organisms that may be present in the water or in the 
environment in which the unit is used or stored can grow in 
the water reservoir and be dispersed into the air, causing very 
serious health risks if the water is not replaced and the 
reservoir is not properly cleaned every three days. 
-Empty the water reservoir and refill it every three days. 
Before refilling, rinse the water reservoir under the faucet or 
clean it with cleaning products. Remove any scale, deposits 
or film which may have formed on the walls of the reservoir or 
its internal surfaces, and wipe down all these surfaces. 
-You can also use a cotton pad or cotton swab soaked in 
white vinegar to clean the reservoir and get rid of essential oil 
residue.
-Never leave water in the reservoir when the device is not in 
use. 
-Empty and clean the humidifier before prolonged storage.

-Do not place the diffuser on an inclined or unstable piece of 
furniture.

-Unplug the device before handling or maintenance. Make 
sure that it has been emptied of any liquid or substance for 
diffusion.
-Warning: Refer to the "Installation" section for all recharging 
operations.
-Store the battery and/or the diffuser fitted with these 
batteries in a dry, temperate place (18/20°C).
-Do not leave the battery or diffuser outdoors or exposed to 
rain or damp.
-Avoid thermal shock to the battery: it is advisable to wait at 
least half an hour before recharging the battery after using it 
outdoors
-This device contains batteries that cannot be replaced.
-The battery must be removed from the device before it is 
disposed of. The unit must be disconnected from the power 
supply when removing the battery.

-The battery should be removed safely using the following 
instructions:
1.-Remove the screws on the rear side with a thin 

screwdriver.
2.-Remove the front cover of the fan. 
3.-Remove the battery mounting bracket.
4.-Cut the cables that are attached to the battery so that we 

-Before you use the devices, read carefully and keep the 
operating instructions described below. Always make sure 
that you properly handle the devices. Throughout this 
instruction manual, the term «device» refers to the diffuser 
and its accessories.
-If you notice a burning smell or the product shows other 
signs of significant malfunction, immediately disconnect the 
power cord from the electrical outlet. Wait until the burning 
smell dissipates, then contact your retailer.
-If the device falls, disconnect the power cord from the 
electrical outlet.
-Maintain the essential oil diffuser with an appropriate 
cleaner available at your retailer.
-Do not try to disassemble or modify the devices. You will be 
exposed to hazards and your parts and labour warranty 
would become invalid.
-Do not bend, twist or pull the power cord, this may damage 
it and cause a fire or electrical shock hazard.
-Do not place heavy objects on the devices.
-Do not obstruct the diffuser output of your device.
-Do not use the devices in areas that are smoky, humid, 
dusty, or subject to strong vibrations.
-Do not expose the devices to high temperatures. Do not use 
the devices near an open flame.
-Do not use the devices in a humid atmosphere. Do not 
immerse the devices in water.
-Carefully observe the precautions for use provided with the

1)Unscrew the reservoir (F) care-
fully so as not to lose the suction 
rod (E).
2)Add into the water reservoir (F) 
water with or without essential oils 
or floral waters without exceeding 
the fill limit. Never more than 2 
drops of essential oils in the water.
3)Screw on the reservoir.
4)Charge the fan using the 
MicroUSB/USB charging wire (I) 
supplied and a standard 5V-1A 
USB adapter or USB port.
The charging indicator LED (G) is 
red when the product is charging, 
and turns off when the product is 
fully charged.
5)Press the           button (D) to start, 
select between 4 speed levels and 
switch off the fan.
6)Press the           button (C) to start 
misting water with or without 
essential oils or floral waters and 
to turn off the fan.
The Lithium battery is recharged in 
3 hours when the diffuser is not in 
use.

The operating time ranges from 4 
to 8 hours, depending on the 
selected speed.

A full reservoir (20 ml) will provide 
1 hour's mist. 
Warning:
Stop charging the fan when adding 

water with or without essential oil 
drops or floral waters.
Diffusion will stop automatically 
when the tank is empty.

1.-Make sure that your device has 
been switched off and is not in the 
process of charging.
2.-Unscrew the reservoir. Empty all 
the water remaining in your reser-
voir.
3.-Use a clean cotton swab or soft 
cloth to clean the suction rod or 
inside of the tank. Remove any 
scale, deposit or film that may have 
formed on the walls of the tank or 
its internal surfaces using white 
vinegar.
Never leave water with oil standing 
inside the diffuser for long periods 
of time. It is recommended that you 
clean the device every 3 days.

The device no longer diffuses:  
-Check that the essential oils used are 
100% pure and natural.
-Check that the floral waters are not exces-
sively oily. 
-Check that your device is sufficiently 
charged. If the diffuser does not light up, 
plug it into a wall socket via the power cable 
to recharge it. 
-Check that there is sufficient water in the 
tank. If necessary, replenish it.
-Maintain and clean your diffuser as 
described in the section below.
-Check that the "nozzle + essential oil 
bottle" assembly is correctly installed and 
screwed on.
The diffuser no longer recharges:  
-Make sure the power supply is properly 
connected and the Type C plug is plugged 
into the diffuser. If necessary, disconnect 
and reconnect the assembly.

The Mistral diffuser is under 2 years of 
warranty parts and labour. Please be sure to 
keep your original invoice in order to ask for 
any aftersales service. 
Warranty cannot cover damages caused by 
wrong use for or incorrect storage of the 
mister and its parts.
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
